2000-2002 the Insurance Companies created a "crisis"

In 1974 NZ started doing away with Common Law

They brought in a No Fault scheme which almost sank the economy

Australia thought about bringing this in

Were thinking of abolishing rights to claim for negligence

There is patchwork of compensation rights.
No chance of uniformity as vested interests prevail.
